Grants amounting to £1,500 were received this year in contrast to the lower amount of £801
received in the previous year. Consequently, there was an increase of £699 in total other receipts.

The Parish Clerk was paid £526 for the last two months of the previous year. He was then paid
£829 this year but only until his death in October 2021. There were no salary payments made to a
Parish Clerk for the remainder of the year. The Responsible Financial Officer was paid £131 for|
the last month of this year following his recent appointment. Consequently, there was an increase
of £434 in staff costs.

In contrast to the previous year, this year £3,840 was paid for a new speed indicator device and
£1,449 was paid for a new marquee. Consequently, there was an increase in all other payments.

The Council's assets amounted to £14,626 at the end of the previous year. This year, there were
additions of £3,200 for a speed indicator device, £1,208 for a replacement marquee and £240 for|
a litter bin. There were also disposals of £545 for a laptop PC and printer and £764 for the old
marquee. Consequently, there was an increase of £3,339 in total fixed assets.
